Your letter should be:

· Brief. Easy to read. To the point. (Less than 250 words in most cases.)

· Focused on one issue.

· Supported by key facts.

· Personal. Describe how you are affected.

· A call to action. What do you want lawmakers or members of the public to do?
· Letters to the editor may be humorous.
